Maine law requires alf real estate brokerage companies and their affiliated
licensees ("licensee”} to perform certain basic duties when dealing with a
buyer or selier. You can expect a real estate licensee you deal with to pro-
vide the following customer-level services:

# Todisclose ail material defects pertaining to the physical condi-
tion of the real estate that are known by the licensee;
